Board of Assessors Meeting Minutes

April 13, 2016
W.H. Kemp, Vice Chairman, called the Barrow County Board of Assessors to order on April 13, 2016 at 9:00 a.m.  Present for the meeting were Board members Bernice Melton, Stewart Oliver and Secretary, Kim Hoopaugh.  Joey Cofer, Assistant Chief Appraiser, also attended the meeting.  William Hockaday and Beth Buchanan were unable to attend.
Bernice Melton made a motion to approve the March 10, 2016 minutes as written.  All Board members agreed.

There were no appointments or addition to the Agenda for this month’s meeting.

Terah presented a list of 2016 New and Renewal Conservation Use Applications for the Board’s approval.  After some discussion, Bernice Melton made a motion to deny conservation use for XX112-076 since additional proof was not provided and approve the remainder of the conservation use applications on the New and Renewal List.  Stewart Oliver seconded this motion making the decision unanimous.  This list of approved New and Renewal Conservation Use Applications is attached to the minutes.

Next, Terah Palmer presented a 2016 Conservation Use Continuation List for the Board’s approval.  Bernice Melton made a motion to approve all Conservation Use Continuations on this list.  Stewart Oliver seconded the motion, making the decision unanimous.  This list of approved Conservation Use Continuations is attached to the minutes.
Habitat for Humanity sent in Exempt Property Applications for nine parcels.  Six of these parcels are vacant lots and three of these have houses built on them.  While discussing these applications, it was brought to the Board’s attention that two representatives for Habitat for Humanity were in the front lobby and wanted to be present to hear the Board’s decision.  At that time, the Board thought it would be better to table the discussion for next month’s meeting to allow the representatives from Habitat for Humanity the opportunity to make an appointment to discuss these applications with them.  Bernice Melton made a motion to table the exempt applications for Habitat for Humanity until the May meeting.  Stewart Oliver seconded this motion, making the decision unanimous.  Joey Cofer informed the two representatives regarding the Board’s decision to give them the opportunity to address the Board at the May meeting.
Joey Cofer gave an office update on several different topics:
· Traylor Business Services submitted a Standard Subpoena Letter that will be sent to two companies that are refusing to send requested audit information.  The Board looked it over and 
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agreed that it was acceptable.  Does William Hockaday want to sign these personally or can a stamp be used?  Since he was not able to attend the meeting today, Shelly will send an email to see what he prefers.
· Traylor Business Services held a presentation with the Barrow County Chamber of Commerce earlier this month.

· This Friday, April 15th is the last of the 2015 Board of Equalization Hearings
· There were over 2,300 various homestead exemptions filed, 481 of those were new applications
· Don Elrod has a presentation scheduled on April 26th with the Barrow County Board of Education
· There were two taxpayers whose appeals were not changed by the Board of Equalization.  They requested their appeals be sent to Superior Court.  The law now requires that a pre-settlement conference be held.  Don met with the taxpayers and a settlement was made with minimal changes 
Joey Cofer submitted the Change of Assessment Notices to be approved by the Board.  These notices will be sent to the vendor this Friday and should be mailed by Tuesday or Wednesday of next week.  All Board members agreed to approve the Change of Assessment Notices.  The COA signature sheet and CD is attached to the minutes.
Joey Cofer submitted a list of Homestead Exemptions from 04/02/2015 until present date to be approved by the Board.  This list will be presented to the Board each month starting in May.  This approved list is attached to the minutes.
The ACO’s for the month of March 2016 were reviewed by the Board of Assessors.  W.H. Kemp, Vice-Chairman of the Board signed off on this list.  This approved list is attached to the minutes.  A copy will be sent to Danielle Austin, Secretary to the Board of Commissioners for entry into their official records.
The April 2016 meeting’s list of approved vehicle appeals is attached to the minutes.

W.H. Kemp made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:15 a.m.  All Board members agreed.
